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Details  

 

Valley Brookõs ministry center will be located 1.5 miles north of the center of Granby, CT on 

Route 10/202 (431 Salmon Brook St.) on 16 acres purchased in 2002.    The ministry center  

features two 10,000 sq. ft. buildings connected by a 5,000 sq. ft. entranceway.  

Worship Center  

The first 10,000 sq. ft. building, located nearest to Route 10/202, will house our worship center 

which features seating for 500 and a vaulted ceiling.  
 

Offices & Classrooms  

The offices and classrooms will be in the second 10,000 sq. ft. building and includes a kitchen, 

restrooms and a second floor bonus room for classroom expansion.  
 

Entranceway  

The 5,000 sq. ft. entranceway is designed to create an area for transitioning large groups of  

people in and out of the building.  At the same time, it provides an intimate space for people to 

connect with one another.  It will serve various ministry purposes including: welcoming,  

refreshments, meals and small group gatherings.

Located in Granby, approximately 15 

miles north of their mother church, Valley 

Brook helps people come to know God 

through faith in Jesus Christ and then 

grow and mature in their relationship with 

God.

And we 

believe a building is a tool to accomplish 

Godõs work.  In our short history we have 

rented a dozen locations but have kept our 

focus on the ministry and not on a build-

ing.  Yet we realize a building is an impor-

tant tool so we are pursuing that.
